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Notably, Section 1240.430 of the Eminent Domain Law does not
relieve a public entity from complying with any applicable statutory
procedures governing the disposition of property. In particular, the
public entity should determine whether rules regarding the proper
disposal of surplus property under the California Surplus Land Act
would apply.
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
